Guidelines for Authors: 

Each author is requested to deliver a CONFERENCE PAPER (max. 16.000 characters including spaces, circa 8 pages) with a bibliography at the end, and ABSTRACT (max. 10 lines of text).

Typescript:

· software: MS Word, font: Times New Roman

· printed on A4 format paper; left, top and bottom margins: 25 mm; right margin: 35 mm
· font size: 12; interline: 1,5

· footnotes: at the page bottom.

Literature:

1. At the end of the paper appropriate bibliography should be inserted.

2. The literature positions should be placed in an alphabetical order. In every position the following should be mentioned:

− surname and first letters of author’s first names 

− position’s title (italics) and – if present – subtitle, separated from the title by a point, 

− edition number in Arabic numbers, i.e. wyd. 2, 2 ed., 3. Aufl.,

− publisher’s name,

− publisher’s address (place and year of publishing).

In case of citing articles published in periodicals, the following should be mentioned: 

− surname and first letters of author’s first names,

− article’s title (italics),

− periodical’s title (in quotation marks),

− year of publishing, 

− tome, volume or number digit, preceded by an epitome appropriate for the periodical. 

3. In case of papers written by more then three authors the first element of the description is the title, the name of the editor in chief or of the authors (in papers without editor in chief) should be mentioned after the title. 

4. Titles of works in foreign languages, publisher names and publishing places should be mentioned in the language of the original. The elements of the description written in non – Latin alphabets should be cited according to the accepted transliteration standards.

Footnotes:

Footnotes should be placed at the bottom of the page (with continuous numeration). Font size: 10.
Tables:
1. Software: MS Word, MS Excel, Corel Draw.

2. Whole-page tables should be put in a separate file, smaller can be put directly in the text. Under every table should be mentioned its source, or the information that the table is an original creation of the author or a treatise based on the works of other authors.

3. Footnotes to the tables should be placed directly under the table. 

4. The tables should not have any empty fields. In case of lack of data, the following characters should be used: 

dash (-) the phenomenon does not occur,

zero (0) − the phenomenon occurs, but in quantities smaller than the numbers, that could have been presented with the digits used in the table, i.e. if the production is expressed in thousands of tons “0” means that the production in this case does not reach 0,5 thousands of tons,

point (.) – no information at all or no reliable information,

character “x” – due to the character of the table, filling this field is impossible or senseless, 

„included” – means that not all the constituents of the sum are being presented.
